Most people would have
crossed it off their bucket list
and left it at that. But when
CSY founder Jack Van Ost
chartered a boat in the
Bahamas and returned to port
with a torn sail and broken
engine, he went home an
inspired man. His group had
used what passed for a
bareboat charter in 1966, a
privately owned 30 -foot
Pearsonout of Florida. At the
time you could find fewer
than two dozen bareboat
charters in the whole
Caribbean. Van Ost saw
opportunity as far as the eye
could see. With characteristic
energy and vision, the New
Jersey dentist spent the next
several months recruiting
partners, acquiring a fleet of
boats, testing the bareboat
model on Long Island Sound
and finally setting up a proper
charter business on St.
Thomas ready for the next
winter season.
